
South Adelaide Football Club - Greatest Ever Team

Dinny Reedman
Back Pocket/Ruck/Captain
Dinny Reedman played for SAFC 
from 1889 to 1898, captaining them 
over those same 10 years to fi ve 
premierships, and leading the state at 
both football and cricket.

Jack Tredrea
Follower
The fi rst 200 game player in South 
Australia, Jack Tredrea captained 
both the state side, and SAFC for six 
years, and played interstate football 
from 1905 to 1920. 

Dan Moriarty
Centre Half Back
Dan is the only player to ever win 
three consecutive Magarey Medals, 
the fi rst being in his very fi rst season 
of league football, and he represented 
the state from 1919 –1925.

Bill Oliver
Full Back
Bill quickly cemented his position 
at full back in the tough 1920’s 
competition, representing the state 
for four years and captaining SAFC 
for three seasons.

Bulla Ryan
Half Forward
One of fi ve brothers who played 
league football for South Adelaide, 
Alf Ryan won the Knuckey Cup twice, 
and topped the club’s goalkicking 
from 1924 to 1927. 

George Mulcahy
Back Pocket
A brilliant back pocket player at both 
club and state level, George won the 
Knuckey Cup as South’s best and 
fairest in 1936. 

Frank Tully
Rover
A courageous and quick rover, 
Frank won the Knuckey Cup on four 
occasions, captained the side in 
1935 (to a premiership) and 1936, 
and the state in 1935-36.

Max Murdy
Half Forward
Max made his league debut at the 
age of 16, one year after he started 
playing; he was in the premiership 
sides in 1935 and 1938, and three 
times runner-up for the Magarey.

Jack Dawes
Forward Pocket/Follower
Recruited with his brother from 
Jamestown, Jack played in South’s 
premierships in 1935/38 (captaining 
them from 1938-1941) and was 
state captain in 1939.

Jack Cockburn
Half Back
Jack won the Knuckey Cup in his 
fi rst season, and again in 1941, the 
Magarey Medal in 1935, and played 
in the two South premierships of 
1935 and 1938.  

Laurie Cahill
Wingman
Known for his blistering turn of 
speed on the wing (and winner of the 
Centenary Bay Sheffi eld in 1936), 
Laurie was best on ground in the 
1938 premiership side.

Diddy Munro
Full Forward
In a brief but explosive 380 goal 
career of just 69 games with SAFC, 
Diddy topped the club’s goalkicking 
list from 1933 to 1936, including six 
straight in the 1935 Grand Final.

Don Pryor
Centre Half Forward
Don made his mark as lead ruckman 
in the 1938 premiership season, 
topped the club’s goalkicking in 
1947, and captained the team in 
1947-48. 

Len Lapthorne
Interchange
Len scored 360 goals in 208 
matches as a rover for South in a 
career that extended from 1937 to 
1952, topping the club’s goalkicking 
four times and serving as captain in 
1949-50.

Jim Deane
Centre
Jim won the Knuckey on six 
occasions, the Magarey twice, 
captained SAFC for fi ve seasons, 
represented the state over seven 
years, and played two years at 
Richmond FC.

Ray Linke
Interchange
Ray was a member of a number of 
state sides, including the 1952 one 
which beat Victoria, and he won the 
Knuckey Cup on three occasions. 

Bob Schmidt
Half Back
A member of the 1964 premiership 
side, Bob also had an 11 game 
state career and is well remembered 
around the club for his enthusiasm, 
club spirit, and extreme fi tness.

Lindsay Backman
Interchange
A member of the 1964 premiership 
side, Lindsay also captained SAFC, 
won the Knuckey Cup, and topped 
the club’s goalkicking on fi ve 
occasions. 

Peter Darley
Ruck
An integral part of the 1964 
premiership side, Peter captained 
SAFC and the state, and won the 
Knuckey Cup a record seven times 
as well as All Australian selection 
in 1969.  

Mark Coombe
Wingman
Mark represented the state at 
junior and senior level, winning 
the McCallum Medal in the Colts 
competition, and the Knuckey Cup 
when he was just 18. 

Mark Naley
Forward Pocket/Rover
Magarey Medallist at SAFC in 1991, 
Mark also won the Tassie Medal 
in 1987, All-Australian selection 
in 1986 and 1987, and played in 
Carlton’s 1987 premiership side.
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
